ACCOMMODATIONS AND LAYOUT:

OVERVIEW:
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The luxury appointments were created by interior designer John Munford. The
interior joiner work is in select teak with a satin varnish finish. Headliners
throughout are in Ultrasuede, light almond. Sleeps six owner and guests in three
staterooms. Forward accommodations consist of ship's office/day head, galley and
three ensuite crew cabins. Ascending aft from the Galley into the Saloon with
entertainment area and formal dining. Following upwards to the enclosed Pilothouse.
Headroom is no less that 6 7°” throughout. All guest heads are in a similar design
with head, basin, shower and bidet in Avonite, highly detailed with custom inlays.

PILOTHOUSE:

All New soft furnishings (ultra suede) (2004)

On the port side is a U-shaped settee with dining table comfortably seating six.
Forward is a complete navigation station with new covering (2004) and double bench
seat with recessed surround sound stereo//CD system. To starboard is a waist height
bar with fridge, ice maker and sink. Recessed wine and whiskey cabinet, wine rack
and double liquor cabinet. Down five steps is the main salon.

MAIN SALON, Below Deck:

All new soft furnishings (2004)

On the port side is a formal dinning area with a marble centered table and seating for
eight. A waist height cabinet to port at the foot of the stairs is modified to store table
linen, two full formal cutlery sets and recessed drawers for wine, brandy and whiskey
glasses. Continuing forward on the port outboard side are waist height storage
cupboards fitted to accommodate a liquor cabinet, champagne flutes and two full
formal dining sets.

New entertainment center with Large flat screen TV. (2004)

On the starboard side are two large L-shaped settees both with coffee/games tables
and in view of a concealed color TV/Video/DVD/CD player. Companionways lead
forward amidships to the office and galley and aft amidships to the staterooms.

The interior joiner work of galley, crew mess and crew cabins is a light colored Tawa
—a New Zealand lightwood equivalent to American Maple. The sole is comprised of
teak and holly. The galley consists of a waist height food preparation area with
Avonite countertops. Storage lockers above and below counters provide abundant
storage.

Large full
height lockers port and starboard with full-length internal mirrors. Across from the
foot of the berth on the port side is a concealed entertainment system.
